¢Cual es la importancia del Congreso
Mundial de FDI?

La profesion,
la ciencia y el arte de la odontologia han
evolucionado de manera significativa en
la Gltima década.

¢Cual es el impacto de FDI?

What is the significance of the FDI An-
nual World Dental Congress?
Dentistry and dental medicine have
always been one of the best-organized
professions in the world. FDI uses that
national structure internationally: the
profession comes together once per
year to discuss political, scientific and
professional issues related to health
in general, and to dentistry in particu-
lar, in a global context.

How important is continuing educa-
tion?

In terms of quality, continuing edu-
cation is crucial. The profession, sci-
ence and art of dentistry have evolved
significantly, especially in the past
decade. Providing a platform of con-
tinuing education for dentists and
other oral health professionals is of
tremendous value to the profession
and indirectly, of course, to the public.
It is very important that when a pa-
tient goes to the dentist, he or she is
sure that the best practices are being
applied. FDI has a very important role
in that.

Is FDI making a real difference?

We have extremely valuable projects
all over the world that are making a
difference to people’s live in Africa
and in West, South and East Asia; all
projects are tailored to local popula-
tion needs. The ultimate goal is to
promote oral health in all its aspects,
not just education and prevention, but
also treatment and rehabilitation.
Tooth decay and periodontal dis-
ease currently affect 90% of people
around the world, and we can contrib-
ute to lower their incidence among
future generations by supporting our
national partners in raising aware-
ness among governments and public
on the importance of oral health in
public health.

Does the FDI have an impact in people’s lives?
Yes, in quite specific ways, from the dental ma-
terials used by the dentist to a number of issues
on dental practice and ethics. FDI's continuing
education programs have an impact on the
good art of the profession, as do other FDlissues
such as waste management in dental practices,
guidelines, good practice recommendations
and public information messages. All of these
together have a tremendous impact on health
professionals -- but on also patients, both di-
rectly and indirectly.

What's the role of FDI on health and dentistryin
aglobal context?

FDI deals directly with the United Nations in a
general way, but more espefically with the World
Health Organization (WHO) and the United Na-
tions Environment Programme (UNEP). It is very
important to be globally present and to make
sure that the interests of the profession, and of
the public, are well represented, promoted and
defended.

We are part of an alliance of non-govemmental
organizations called the World Health Professions
Alliance or WHPA and our recent focus has been
in noncommunicable diseases. This issue has
come to the surface in the past few years due to
the health burden they represent. FDI has fronted
the WHPA campaign and recently made very spe-
cific recommendations at a Civil Society Hearing
in NewYork. We have also created a health toolkit,
which was launched just a few days ago.

Are these recommendations for all health pro-
fessionals?

FDI's particular goal is to have oral diseases listed
among noncommunicable diseases (NCDs). The

current WHO list refers only to cancer, diabetes,
and cardiovascular and respiratory disease. Yet
people all over the world - govemments, politi-
cians, important bodies like WHO and others --
are becoming increasingly aware that oral health
is part of general health. Oral health has a huge
impact on the general health of individuals and
other systemic diseases, especially tNCD’s. FDI is
working to have this reality reflected in official UN
and WHO NCD policy and statements.

Whatis the principle issue at UNEP?
UNEP is in the process of developing an intema-
tional treaty for mercury, one of the components

of dental amalgam. FDl is ensuring that discus-
sions are based on the best available science.
It andseeks to facilitate solutions that do not
compromise endanger public health,, particu-
lafly particularly in disadvantaged and vulnerable
communities, both withinin developed and devel-
oping countries

, nor should they hinder the necessary develop-
ment of countries in transition and low income
countries.

Atthe 2010 AWDC General Assembly, FDI'smem-
bership approved a motion by 84%, which placed
health promotion and disease prevention as the
primary principle underscoring the position of FDI

and that of its membership in the negotiating pro-
cess. The motion resolved that “FDI World Dental
Federation as the worldwide, authoritative and
independent voice of the dental profession calls
on govemments to foster and ensure the phase
up of effective prevention for dental caries and
associated health promotion programmes. This
should be linked to preventive disease manage-
ment, which will result in the phase down of use
of current restorative materials, including dental
amalgam. These measures will ensure optimal
oral health, particularly for those most disadvan-
taged and in need of treatment”.

The second element of the 2010 GA Motion re-
stated the safety of dental amalgam and that no
ideal altematives currently exist: "Amalgam is
a safe and highly effective restorative material.
To maintain and protect global public health, a
phase down of amalgam will be only appropriate
when an altemative and suitable restorative ma-
terial is available”.

Dental amalgam has been in use for well over a
centuryand we do notyet have a productthatis as
tough -- an amalgam filling can last for 25 years
or more - or as a cost-effective: other materials
with a shorter life cycle are at least three times
as costly. It is important for us to find a workable
solution.

What is your personal goal as FDI President?

¢Y a nivel individual?

La meta especifica de FDI es que las enfer-
medades orales figuren en la lista de enfer-
medades no transmisibles (ENT). La lista
actual de OMS cita tinicamente al cancer,
la diabetes y las enfermedades cardiovas-
culares y respiratorias. Sin embargo, la
gente de todo el mundo los gobiernos, los
politicos, drganos importantes como OMS
y otros se estan cada vez mas conscientes
de que la salud oral es parte de la salud
general. La salud oral tiene un enorme im-
pacto en la salud general de los individuos
y en otras enfermedades sistémicas, espe-
cialmente no transmisibles. FDI esta tra-
bajando para que esta realidad se refleje
en las declaraciones de la ONU y la OMS
sobre politica en materia de ENT.

¢Cual es la intencion de PNUMA?

El PNUMA esta en proceso de desarrollar
un tratado internacional sobre el mercu-
rio, uno de los componentes de la amal-
gama dental. La FDI quiere asegurarse de
que las discusiones se basen en la mejor
ciencia disponible. Se trata de facilitar so-
luciones que no pongan en peligro la salud
publica, especialmente en comunidades
desfavorecidas y vulnerables en paises
desarrollados y en desarrollo.

En 2010 la Asamblea General de FDI apro-
b6 con un 84% de la votacion una mocion
que coloca a la promocion de la salud y la
prevencion como el principio fundamental
de la posicion de FDI y de sus miembros
en el proceso de negociacion. La mocion
afirma que “la Federacion Dental Interna-
cional, como la voz mundial autorizada e
independiente de los odontdlogos, llama
a los gobiernos a fomentar y garantizar la
prevencion efectiva de la caries dental y
los correspondientes programas de pro-
mocion de la salud. Esto debe vincularse
al manejo preventivo de las enfermeda-
des, lo que redundara en una reduccion
gradual del uso de los actuales materiales
de restauracion, incluyendo la amalgama
dental. Estas medidas garantizaran una
optima salud oral, especialmente para las
personas mas desfavorecidas que tienen
necesidad de tratamiento”.

El segundo elemento de la Mocién GA
2010 reiteré que la amalgama dental es
segura y que no existen alternativas idea-
les en la actualidad: “La amalgama es un
material de restauracion seguro y alta-
mente efectivo. Para mantener y proteger
la salud piblica mundial, sélo es conve-
niente adoptar una reduccion gradual del
uso de la amalgama cuando exista un ma-
terial de restauracion alternativo”.

La amalgama dental se usa desde hace
mas de un siglo y no contamos con un pro-
ducto que sea tan resistente _una amal-
gama puede durar 25 afos 0 mas_ o tan
costo-efectivo: otros materiales tienen un
ciclo de vida mas corto y son tres veces
mas caros. Es importante para nosotros
encontrar una solucion aceptable.

¢Cual es su meta como presidente de
FDI?

Soy el primer presidente portugués de FDI
y quiero dar mayor visibilidad a paises de
habla portuguesa como Angola, Mozam-
bique, Guinea-Bissau, Cabo Verde, Timor
Oriental y Santo Tomé y Principe... Son
paises que tienen enormes necesidades
en términos profesionales y de salud oral
para los millones de personas que alli vi-
ven. |
