Also to be made available
to all is the Roadmap for Healthy Age-
ing, a quick reference guide outlining
strategies and actions that stakehold-
ers can implement to address the oral
health needs of older adults that was
developed by FDI's Oral Health for an
Ageing Population (OHAP) Task Team.
The Roadmap proposes a range of
strategies and actions that various
stakeholders can implement, globally
or locally, to meet the needs of older
adults with varying levels of depen-
dency, referred to as the Lucerne Care
Pathway.

“The Roadmap is unique in several
ways. First, it reminds us that popula-
tion ageing is a global concern and
that oral health is a fundamental right,
indispensable for healthy ageing. The
Roadmap can easily be used, all
around the world, as a reference guide
for global, national or local actions on
behalf of the elderly community,” said
Dr Sophie Dartevelle, Oral Health for
an Ageing Population (OHAP) Task
Team member and President of the
French Union for Oral Health.

Oral disease is not an inevitable
consequence of ageing, but can be re-
duced or prevented through simple
and effective measures at all stages of

life. FDI's OHAP partnership seeks to
strengthen the link between dental
practitioners and healthy longevity.
By focusing on the importance of oral
health in ageing populations, the oral
health community can play an essen-
tial role in ensuring that people age in
a healthy and supported way. The
OHAP partnership was launched in
2015 and is supported by GC Interna-
tional and aims to ensure oral health
challenges are addressed in broader
health policies for ageing popula-
tions. OHAP actively promotes re-
search on oral health in ageing popu-
lations and pursues opportunities for
improved oral disease prevention and
treatment for elderly patients. A con-
ference dedicated to the subject is or-
ganised every two years. The WOHF
will be held today, 5 September, from
14:30 to 17:00 in the Lago Nahuel
Huapi room.

FDI recently conducted a survey to
evaluate the CPP chairside guide,

which was released at the 2017 World
Dental Congress. The primary aim of
the survey was to obtain feedback
from oral health professionals on the

usefulness and relevancy of the guide.
Atotal of 330 oral health professionals
from 88 countries participated in the
survey.

The CPP chairside guide was devel-
oped to reduce the impact of caries as
early as possible by preventing further
tooth destruction, to reverse the cari-
ous process in favour of remineralisa-
tion, and to empower patients to im-
prove and maintain their own oral
health. The chairside guide is designed
in an easy-to-use format tailored to the
dental practice setting.

The survey results revealed that the
CPP chairside guide is appreciated by
most oral health professionals. It is con-
sidered informative and useful, espe-
cially for adopting a preventative ap-
proach based on age and in terms of
supporting decision-making. Further
statistical analysis found that the guide
is most useful for oral health profession-
als with less than ten years of experi-
ence in their current roles. An info-
graphic with key results is available at
the FDI Pavilion and may be down-
loaded from the FDI website.

In addition to the chairside guide,
the CPP granted this year’s Smile Award
winners at the FDI General Assembly on
3 September. The Smile Award recog-
nises sustainable, longer-term projects
to improve oral health around the
globe.

This year, the Indian Dental Associa-
tion (IDA) and the New Zealand Dental
Association (NZDA) were each pre-
sented with the Smile Award. The IDA
was awarded for its National Oral Health
Programme, which strives to attain op-
timal oral health for all by 2020, notably
through oral health check-ups and
awareness camps for children. The
NZDA was awarded for its project to
support New Zealand schools to be-
come “water-only’, meaning that water
and low-fat milk would be the only
drinks permitted on school premises.

The CPP chairside guide and the
Smile Award were developed as part of
the CPP, an international effort to help
shift the focus of dental practitioners
from a restorative approach to preven-
tative dental medicine. Launched in
2015 and supported by Colgate, this ini-
tiative seeks to enhance oral disease
prevention through high-quality edu-
cational communication materials on
caries and associated activities that

A functional dentition is associated
with many advantages, including mas-
tication of a range of food and promo-
tion of social interaction.

As members of the dental profes-
sion, it is incumbent upon us to be
aware of the special needs and con-
cerns of older adults and the general
health issues associated with ageing
that can impact on dental disease and
treatment”

This virtual issue includes a selec-
tion of papers that address concerns
linked to oral healthcare for older
adults and illustrates the unique chal-
lenges associated with providing this
care.Topics include disparities in dental
insurance coverage for older adults, the
level of awareness of oral canceramong
older adults, and the general health
of elderly patients seen in the dental
office.

Prof. Lamster described how an in-
creasingly ageing population impacts
on dentistry and the healthcare profes-
sion more broadly: “From a dental per-
spective, tooth retention is increasing
and edentulism is declining. The associ-
ation of oral inflammation with certain
non-communicable diseases, primarily
cardiovascular disease and diabetes, is
one important example of how ageing
and oral healthcare intersect. These
trends will have a major impact on the
provision of healthcare, certainly in-
cluding dental care, representing an
enormous challenge to the healthcare
profession.”

This is the IDJ's second virtual issue,
which was released in line with the
World Oral Health Forum on oral health
and healthy ageing. The first virtual is-
sue was on children’s oral health and
published in the lead-up to World Oral
Health Day earlier this year. The issue
can be accessed on the IDJ website by
visiting the homepage, clicking on the
Browse Articles tab and scrolling down
to Virtual Issues. This issue comple-
ments an IDJ supplement titled Oral
Health for an Ageing Population: Evi-
dence for a Fundamental Human Right,
which was published in October 2017.

This supplement can also be read free of
charge on the IDJ website.
