Undersoagelse anerkender YouTube’s veerdi for tandlaeger
Study recognises the value of YouTube for dentists

B Forskere, der har undersggt You
Tube, har antydet, at denne online vi-
deodelingsplatform oglignende soci-
ale mediers potentiale som middel til
tandlegefaglig undervisning er
yderst underudviklet. I en under-
sogelse fandt de, at det kunne f4 stor
betydning for bade praktiserende
tandlaeger og tandlegefaglige under-
visere.

Som felge af den
ogede integration af multimediekil-
der i den faglige og akademiske ud-
dannelsesverden har ortodontisk
specialist dr. Michael Knésel og hans
team fra universitetet i Gottingen
vurderet veerdien af de videoer pa
YouTube, der omhandler tandteknik.
Ved brug af forskellige sogeparame-
tre fandt de, at der er en lang reekke
forskellige materialer tilgeengelige
pa YouTube med hgj undervisnings-
veerdi.

To assessorer med akademisk
baggrund evaluerede 60 videoer i
den generelle kategori “All” og 60 vi-
deoerikategorien “Uddannelse”. Re-
sultaterne blev forst sorteret “efter
relevans” og senere efter “mest sete”.
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September, 20-22.2012

Ifelge forskerne blevinformation-
sveerdien af videoerne i den gene-
relle kategori opfattet som vaerende
generelt darlig, mens de mest sete vi-
deoeriden uddannelsesmaessige ka-
tegori havde den hgjeste undervis-
ningsveerdi. Videoerneidenne kate-
gori drejede sig om oral kirurgi og
implantologi (17), forebyggende
tandteknik (13), almen tandteknik
(16)samt aestetisk tandteknik ogorto-
donti (9). Fem videoer blev opfattet
somvarendemereunderhol-
dende end oply-
sende.

Videoeriden ud-
dannelsesmaessige
kategori var for det
meste uploadet af

praktiserende tand-

leeger, men ogsé af aka-
demiske institutioner
og dentalvirksomheder.
Sterstedelen af video-
erne i den generelle kate-
gori, som sigtede mod al-
mindelig underholdning,
var for det meste lagt ud af
patienter eller leegpersoner, men der
var ogsa en betydelig procentdel af
videoerne, derhavde et kommercielt
formal og var lagt ud af fremstillere
af dentaludstyr.

Assessorerne sagde, at videoerne
i den udannelsesmeessige kategori
fremlagde et optimistisk syn pa tand-
teknik, mens demiden generelle ka-
tegori havde tendens til at veere tem-
melig negative. De fandt, at mellem
68 og 93 procent af videoerne gav et
nojagtigt billede af tandteknik, og at
videoerne i den generelle kategori
var ungjagtige i den henseende.

Forskerne anbefalede, at flere

akademiske institutioner anerken-
der YouTube som et effektivt supple-
rende medium til uddannelse. Der er
i gjeblikket kun fa tandlegeskoler,
der driver deres egne YouTubekana-
ler. Tandleegeskolen ved University
of Michigan sesatte for eksempel de-
res kanal for over tre ar siden og
ndede for nylig op pa over syv millio-
ner seere.

“YouTube og lignende online me-
dier giver nye undervisningsmulig-
heder for tandteknikken, men er i
gjeblikket bade underudviklede og
undervurderede med hensyn til po-
tentiel veerdi. Tandlaeger ber ogsa an-
erkende vigtigheden af sddanne
websites i forhold til den offentlige
meningsdannelse om deres profes-
sion”, siger forskerne. “Vi vil derfor
gerne opfordre til, at undervisere ger
sterre brug af dette medium, arbej-
der pé at forbedre videoernes kvali-
tet og forlanger, at indholdet opdate-
resregelmeessigt.”

Undersggelsen, der blev publice-
retidecember 2011-udgaven af Jour-
nal of Dental Education (J Dent Educ.
2011 Dec;75(12):1558-68), blev udfert
mellem den 6. og 8. oktober 2010.
Forskerne brugte fire sogetermer pa
YouTube (“dentist [tandleege]”, “den-
tists [tandleger]”, “dentist’s [tand-
leege]” og “dentistry [tandteknik]”).

B Researchers investigating You
Tube have suggested that the poten-
tial of the online video-sharing plat-
form and similar social media sites
as means of dental education is
highly underdeveloped. In a study,
they found that it could hold impor-
tant implications for dental profes-
sionals, as well as dental education
staff.

Owing to an increasing integra-
tion of multimedia sources into pro-
fessional and academic education,
Dr Michael Knésel, an orthodontic
specialist, and his team from the Uni-
versity of Gottingen, assessed the
value of videos on YouTube related to
dentistry. Using different search pa-
rameters, they discovered that there
is wide variety of material available
on YouTube with high educational
value.

Two assessors with an academic
background evaluated 60 videos in
the general category “All” and 60
videos in the “Education” category.
The results were first sorted “by rele-
vance”and later by “most viewed”.

According to the researchers, the
informational value of videos in the
general category was perceived as
generally poor, whereas the most
viewed videos in the educational cat-
egory had the highest educational
value. Videos in this category were
concerned with oral surgery and im-
plantology (17), preventive dentistry
(13), general dentistry (16), as well as
aesthetic dentistry and orthodontics
(9). Five videos were considered to
be entertaining rather than educat-

ing.

Videos in the educational cate-
gory were mostly uploaded by practi-
tioners but also by academic institu-
tions and dental companies. The ma-
jority of videos in the general cate-
gory, which were aimed at
entertainment generally, were
mostly posted by patients and layper-
sons, but there was also a significant
percentage of videos with a commer-
cial purpose and posted by dental
manufacturers.

The assessors said that videos in
the educational category depicted an
optimistic view on dentistry,
whereas those in the general cate-
gory tended to be rather negative.
They found that between 68 and
93 per cent of the videos represented
dentistry accurately, and videos in
the general category were inaccurate
inthisregard.

The researchers recommended
that more academic institutions ac-
knowledge YouIube as an effective
supplementary medium for educa-
tion. Currently, there are only a few
dental schools that run their own
YouTube channels. The University of
Michigan’s School of Dentistry, for ex-
ample, initiatedits channel more than
three years ago and recently sur-
passed seven million viewers.

“YouTube and similar social media
websites offer new educational possi-
bilities for dentistry, but are currently
both underdeveloped and underesti-
mated regarding their potential
value. Dentists should also recognise
the importance of such websites inre-
lation to the formation of public opin-
ion about their profession,” the re-
searchers stated. “We would there-
fore like to encourage educators to
make greater use of this medium, to
work to improve the quality of videos,
and to demand that contents are up-
dated on a regular basis.”

Thestudy, published inthe Decem-
ber 2011issue of the Journal of Dental
Education (J Dent Educ. 2011
Dec;75(12):1558-68), was conducted
between 6 and 8 October 2010. The re-
searchers used four search items on
YouTube (“dentist’, “dentists”, “den-
tist’s”, and “dentistry”).

EU’s tandlaeger bor ikke afkraeves
musikafgift EU dentists should not
have to pay music fees

B Ifglge en dom fra Den Europeeiske
Unions Domstol (ECJ) i Luxembourg
ber tandlaeger inden for EU ber ikke
afkraeves royalties, hvis de spiller
musik i deres praksis. Appelretten i
Turin i Italien har bedt ECJ om at
preecisere retsstillingen, efter at et
italiensk opkreevningsbureau har
anlagt sag mod en tandlaege.

Som BBC rapporterer, ber tand-
leegerikke afkreevesroyalties, da de
ikke transmitterer musik til offent-
ligheden, idet deres publikum er be-
graenset. Ifolge domstolen tjener de
hellerikke paattransmittere musik-
ken.

Internationale aftaler foreskri-
ver, at personer, der transmitterer
copyright-beskyttede veerker til of-
fentligheden, skal betaleroyaltiestil
kunstnerne. “Offentligheden” hen-
viser imidlertid til “et ubestemt an-
tal potentielle lyttere og et temmelig
stort antal mennesker”, udtaler
domstolen.

Patienterne kommer ikke pa kli-
nikken foratlytte til musik, men “med
det ene formél at modtage behand-
ling”, og antallet af menneskerien ty-
pisk tandlegepraksis “er ikke stort,
men ligefrem ubetydeligt”, forklarer
dommerne ifelge BBCs rapport.

Denne sag om intellektuel op-
havsret blev fert mod tandlege
Marco Del Corso i Turin af Italiens
Societa Consortile Fonografici, et op-
kreevningsbureau, der agerer pa
vegne af musikere og producere.

B Dentists across the EU should not
have to pay royalties if they play mu-
sic in their surgeries, the European
Court of Justice (ECJ) in Luxembourg
has ruled. The Court of Appeal in
Turin, Italy, had asked the ECJ to clar-
ify the legal position after an Italian
collection agency had filed a lawsuit
against a dentist.

As reported by the BBC, dentists
should not have to pay royalties be-

cause they do not broadcast music
to the public, as their audience is
limited. According to the court, they
also do not make any profit from
broadcasting the music.

Under international agreements,
those who broadcast copyright-pro-
tected works to the public are liable
to pay royalties to the artists. How-
ever, “the public” refers to “an inde-
terminate number of potential listen-
ers and a fairly large number of per-
sons’, the court stated. Patients do
not go to surgeries to listen to music
but “with the sole objective of receiv-
ing treatment”, and the number of
people in a typical dental surgery “is
not large, indeed it is insignificant’,
the judges explained, according to
the BBC report.

Theintellectual property case was
brought against Turin dentist Marco
Del Corso by Italy’s Societa Consor-
tile Fonografici, a collection agency
acting for musicians and producers.
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Spergeundersagelse opdager dental midtvejskrise hos kvinder
Survey finds dental mid-life crisis in women

B Midaldrende kvinder har sterst
sandsynlighed for at lide af tand-
leegeskraek ifelge en ny under-
segelse. Kliniske observationer af
patienter, der deltageriet flerarigt
klinisk forseg ved Dental Phobia
Clinic i Westmead i Sydney, har
vist, at niveauet af tandleegeskraek
erhojest blandt kvinderi fyrrerne.

Ifolge forskerne fandt man ogsa
at denne demografiske gruppe
havde haft en traumatisk tand-
leegeoplevelse, herunder orofaci-
alttraume, tidligere og var mere til-
bgijelig til sterss eller psykiske li-
delser sésom depression. Det er
hensigten, at resultaterne skal
veere med til at undersgge forhol-
det mellem tandlaegeskraek og op-
fattelsen og handteringen af
smerte samt til at udvikle strate-
gier til vellykket handtering af til-
standen.

Det anslas, at fyrre procent af
menneskene i den industrialise-

rede verden har en eller anden
form for tandleegeskraek. Under-
segelser har vist, at patienter med
fobi, sammenlignet med den gene-
relle befolkning, venter over fem
gange s& lenge med at aftale en
tandlaegetid, siger undersogelsens
koordinator og specialtandlege
dr. Avanti Karve. Hun tilfgjede, at
den vigtigste strategi til handte-
ring af tandleegefobi er at hjeelpe
patienten med at udvikle kompe-
tencer til handtering eller overvin-
delse af tilstanden.

Dental Phobia Clinic, som er en
del af Westmead Centre for Oral
Health, en klinisk leereanstalt, der
ertilknyttet University of Sydney’s
Faculty of Dentistry, blev etableret
i 2006 for at behandle patienter
med tandlegeskraek fra Sydney
West Area Health Serviceregio-
nen. Undersogelsen af tandlege-
skraek har i samarbejde med klini-
ske psykologer veret i gang i fem
ar.

B Middle-aged women are most
likely to suffer from fear of the den-
tist, a new study found. Clinical ob-
servation of patients taking part in
a multi-year clinical trial con-
ducted at the Dental Phobia Clinic
in Westmead, Sydney, has indicated
that the level of dental anxiety is
highest among women in their for-
ties.

According to the researchers,
this demographic was also found to

have perceived a traumatic dental
experience, including orofacial
trauma, in the past and to be more
prone to stress or mental disorders
like depression. The results are in-
tended to help investigate the rela-
tionship between dental anxiety
and the perception of and coping
with pain, as well as to develop

strategies for managing the condi-
tion successfully.

Forty per cent of people in the de-
veloped world are estimated to have
some form of dental anxiety. Surveys
have shown that compared with the
general population, phobic patients
wait more than five times longer to

make a dental appointment, co-ordi-
nator of the study and special needs
dentist Dr Avanti Karve said. She
added that the key strategy for man-
aging dental phobia is to help the pa-
tient develop the skills for coping
with or overcoming the condition.

Part of the Westmead Centre for

Oral Health, a clinical school associ-
ated with University of Sydney’s Fac-
ulty of Dentistry, the Dental Phobia
Clinic was established in 2006 in or-
der o treat patients with dental anxi-
ety from the Sydney West Area Health
Service region. The anxiety study has
been runningin association with clin-
ical psychologists for five years.
